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Human rights education (HRE) — understood as ethmadtprogrammes and activities that focus
on promoting equality in human dignity — is of itmdable value in the shaping of a global
dimension of citizenship meaningful to all youngpke. Those involved in non-formal education
in youth work should also consider the evolutiorggtice and challenges of human rights, with
regard to their universality, indivisibility anddtienability, and what they mean to the lives of
young people of today.

The Directorate of Youth and Sport of the CountiEarope has acquired an undisputed reputation
for and expertise in developing educational apgreacand materials suitable to both formal and
non-formal contexts as well as to different cult@avironments (see, e.qvww.coe.int/compags
For the youth partners of the Directorate of Yoantidl Sport, human rights education has provided
the background and values for their projects artd/ibes while being a constant, though not
explicit, element in what they do. Today, in view events that threaten the foundations of a
culture of peace and human rights, a more visilplicit and conscious approach to human rights
education is required and needed.

With this in mind, the Directorate of Youth and $poas produced @1PAss- a manual on human
rights education with young peopleofrass presents background concepts essential to human
rights education as well as practical activitied amethods for use in both formal and non-formal
education contexts. Building on accumulated expegeof non-formal education and youth work,
the manual is based on learner-centred approadciegravides a framework for developing young
people’s skills, competencies and attitudes relatetiuman rights education. Compass is now
available in 24 languages, including Arabic.

The Euro-Med co-operation between the European rJrdad the Mediterranean countries
signatory of the Barcelona process, was initiatedrder to, among other things, promote greater
understanding and co-operation among the peoplEsimipe and the Mediterranean area. This co-
operation is based on mutual respect, democracyahuights and intercultural exchange. It can
not be pursued without a strong emphasis on humgatsrand intercultural learning with and for
young people.

Recognising the potential of human rights educatibe new Partnership on Youth between the
European Commission and the Council of Europe hamng others, a specific objective of

promoting human rights education, interculturallatjae and respect for diversity. The activities
carried out so far in the framework of the Parthgronfirm the opportunity and the need to

deepen practices of human rights education as an egucational approach valid and relevant to
all the partners in Euro-Med projects.

The publication of ITTIJAHAT - the Arabic versionf @ompass - by the Council of Europe

provided an opportunity to enlarge the circle aodpg of human rights education while allowing

to reach new target groups and organisations.

The role of Compass as a catalyser of human rigidshuman rights education activists depends
on the existence of trainers and educators atmadtlevel who will be able to use it and train athe
people to use it and disseminate it. The purposggbebviously, not to “promote” Compass as
such, but rather to promote human rights educaisimg Compass as a starting point.



In order to address different needs and realitieyoong people and youth organisations, the
Council of Europe and the Partnership decided mathuee sub-regional training courses in human
rights education for Arabic-speaking trainers usimmpass as a starting point:
